ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS 

YOU MUST MEET THE FOLLOWING ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS TO RECEIVE A UWSF SCHOLARSHIP: 

 

 BE A SURVIVING SPOUSE OF A SOLDIER, SAILOR, AIRMAN, OR MARINE WHO SERVED IN SPECIAL 

OPERATIONS COMMAND OR A JOINT SPECIAL OPERATIONS MISSION AS A SUPPORT, PERSONNEL, OR 

TECHNICAL ADVISOR, AT THE TIME OF DEATH. (FOR EXAMPLE: If your spouse was serving as an Explosive 

Ordnance Disposal Technician in direct support of a SEAL Team mission, then you are eligible under these 

guidelines.) 

 YOU MUST MAINTAIN A MINIMUM OF A 3.0 GPA. 

 HAVE NO GRANTS OR LOANS CURRENTLY IN DEFAULT STATUS 

 APPLICANTS MUST BE REGISTERED AS A STUDENT AT AN ACCREDITED COLLEGE OR TECHNICAL 

INSTITUTION.  

AWARDS PROCESS 

 

 TO BE CONSIDERED FOR A UWSF SCHOLARSHIP, YOUR APPLICATION AND ESSAY MUST BE COMPLETE 

AND POSTMARKED BY JUNE 1, 2010. 

 SELECTIONS FOR UWSF SCHOLARSHIPS ARE MADE BY THE SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE, WHICH 

CONSISTS OF UWSF SUPPORTERS NOT UWSF BOARD MEMBERS.  THE SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE WILL 

DETERMINE THE RECIPIENTS OF UWSF SCHOLARSHIPS BASED ON MERIT, ACADEMIC POTENTIAL, AND 

WRITTEN ESSAY.   

 RECIPIENTS WILL BE NOTIFIED BY LETTER ON OR ABOUT AUGUST 1ST  SO PLEASE MAKE SURE UWSF 

HAS YOUR MOST CURRENT ADDRESS ON FILE.   THE FOUR AWARD CHECKS WILL BE MAILED TO THE 

RECIPIENT'S HOME ADDRESS ON FILE ON OR ABOUT AUGUST 1, 2010 AS WELL.
